3. SCHOOL

Many former British prime ministers, most members of the House of Lords, more than 80
per cent of diplomats and high-ranking officers were educated at public schools. The most
famous are Eton, Harrow, Rugby and Radley.

All secondary schools teach such subjects as English, maths, science, history,
technology, music, art, education and languages. The principal examination taken by
British students is called the General Certificate of Secondary Education. This is taken
attwo levels: Ordinary (O-level) taken at the age of sixteen, and Advanced (A-level) taken
atthe age of eighteen. Students leaving school at sixteen go to Technical College, College
of Art or Evening Institute. Entry to university is based on the marks gained (A, B, C, D
or E) and depends on satisfactory A-level results.

Many students enter universities, polytechnics or Colleges of Education after com-
pleting their secondary education. There are about fifty universities in Great Britain. The
oldest and the most famous are Oxford and Cambridge. Some were founded in the 19th
century and are called 'the redbrick Universities'. In addition to universities there are also
polytechnics which are more oriented towards the needs of industry and commerce.

British schools of higher education offer two types of study: undergraduate and
postgraduate. First degree courses last three to four years and students get a Bachelor's
Degree (BA - Bachelor of Arts or BSc - Bachelor of Science). Postgraduates interested in
research and further intellectual development may obtain a Master's Degree or a speciali-
sed research Doctor's Degree.
